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Since you have been raised to a new life in Christ, set your sights on the realities of Heaven, where Christ
sits in the place of honor at God’s right hand. (Colossians 3:1 NLT)

Set your sights on the realities of Heaven, where Christ sits in the place of honor at God’s right hand. Think
about the things of Heaven, not the things of Earth. (Colossians 3:1-2)

But first and most importantly seek [aim at, strive after] His Kingdom and His righteousness [His way of
doing and being right—the attitude and character of God], and all these things will be given to you also.
(Matthew 6:33 AMP)

So if you’re serious about living this new resurrection life with Christ, act like it. Pursue the things over
which Christ presides. Don’t shuffle along, eyes to the ground, absorbed with the things right in front of you.
Look up, and be alert to what is going on around Christ - that’s where the action is. See things from His
perspective. (Colossians 3:1-2 MSG)

To live this new life we have to purposely and continuously _____________________ at Jesus and the
realities of His Kingdom.

And we all, who with unveiled faces contemplate the Lord’s glory, are being transformed into His image with
ever increasing glory… (2 Corinthians 3:18)

But now you
must also rid yourselves of all such things as these: anger, rage, malice, slander, and filthy language from
your lips. Do not lie to each other, since you have taken off your old self with its practices. (Colossians
3:5,7-10)

All of these do not mean that you are done if you fall into any of these sins again, but that because of your
relationship with Jesus, you can receive His forgiveness and turn back to His ways.

Put on your new nature, and be renewed as you learn to know your Creator and become like Him.
(Colossians 3:10 NLT)

He has given us a new life, and there is no other way to fully live into this new life in Christ, but to look
constantly at Jesus and emulate Him.

Bottom Line: We have to look up to Jesus, because He is our New Life.
